Gadson, Gerald Schuster, and Jacquelyn
S. Heyward followed as Mayor of the
Town of Hollywood. The
Comprehensive Plan for the Town of
Hollywood offers an extensive history of

the Town.

Hollywood is a community located 15
miles south of City of Charleston on
Highway 162 and encompasses 33
square miles with a population of
approximately 5000 residents The
median income level is $30,297, which is
$11,697 below the national average.
